As I
began this exercise, there were a couple of Proverbs that really stuck out for me. Proverbs 26:16 says
“Like one who seizes a dog by the ears is a passer-by who meddles in a quarrel not his own.” (NIV)
Reminds me not to stick my nose where it doesn’t belong. Then there’s 26:11 that points out that
perhaps it’s better to learn from our mistakes rather than repeating them. It says: “As a dog returns to
its vomit, so a fool repeats his folly.” (NIV) Ouch ... not much to add there.
