The birth flower for the month of June 

is the rose. The rose is the ultimate ex-

pression of love, desire, and passion.  

They are grown from Africa to the 

Americas and from the Far East to East-

ern Europe. A Sumerian Cuneiform tab-

let from around 2860 B.C. mentioned 

roses. What may be the earliest evidence 

of roses was found in rose fossils from 

35 million years ago.   

When the English War of the Roses was 

being fought in the 15th century, bota-

nists were actively growing and hybrid-

izing different rose species. After his vic-

tory in that battle, King Henry VII asked 

that botanists create a Tudor Rose. That 

rose subsequently became England’s 

national flower. It also happens to be 

the national flower of the United States.  

 

Roses and Pearls, the    

flower and gem that       

represents the month 

of June.  

The history of the pearl dates back to 520 B.C. when it was found among the belongings of a 

Persian princess. Named the official birthstone of June in 1912, pearls are known to symbol-

ize fertility, loyalty and friendship. Egyptian legend says that Cleopatra would dissolve pearls 

into a glass of wine before drinking it.  

Pearls have long been associated with purity, humility and innocence. So it may be said that 

the June birthstone meaning is "sweet simplicity." As such, pearls were traditionally given as 

a wedding gift.  

This enchanting June birthstone originates from oceans, lakes and rivers around the world. 

It is a timeless wardrobe staple, beloved by women of all ages. The origin of pearls fascinated 

our forebears. Ancients from the Middle East believed that pearls were teardrops fallen from 

heaven.   

Pearls are organic gems that grow inside the tissue of a living saltwater or freshwa-

ter mollusk (either an oyster or a mussel). Natural pearls form when the mollusk secretes a 

substance called nacre around an irritant such as a piece of sand or a parasite that has invad-

ed its shell. Cultured pearls are a product of human intervention. Technicians implant a 

piece of mantle tissue alone (common for freshwater cultured pearls) or with a mother-of-

pearl shell bead (all saltwater) into a host mollusk. The mollusk covers the irritant with na-

cre, just like a natural pearl. Cultured pearls are raised in pearl farms – saltwater or freshwa-

ter operations where the mollusks are cleaned, protected from predators and eventually har-

vested.
